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Exploration and Practice of Integrating Ideological and Political Education
into the Teaching of Human Geography in Universities ;

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Abstract ; Cultivating morality and nurturing talents is a fundamental task of education and the foundation of universities.
Ideological and political education should run through the entire process of university curriculum construction. Human
Geography is a compulsory course for students majoring in geography, with rich content and convenient integration with
ideological and political elements. In addition, it has significant advantages in cultivating students’ ideological and
political literacy.
